BOARD OF SELECTMEN

Meeting Minutes – April 10, 2019
PRESENT:  Doug Ludewig – Chair; Timothy McDonald – Vice Chair; and Dianna Boisvert (arrived at 6:40 pm), Darlene Sanborn, and Harold Jones – Board Members.
ABSENT:  Doreen Christ – Recording Secretary.
ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Bruce Balfour – Public Works Director, Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief, Dan Roy – Fire Chief, Jim Conners – Conservation Commission, Bill Monagle – Cobbossee Watershed District (CWD), Herb Whittier, Mary Turner, and Donna Seppy.     
1.           Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 

Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of March 27, 2019.  The following motion was made.

3.          Bill Monagle – Cobbossee Watershed District (CWD).  Bill Monagle – Executive Director, reviewed the
budget ($458,411) and the assessments for the eight (8) towns.  Monmouth at $46,327 is up $1,458 (3.251%).  He said the

assessment formula was waterfront value within 600 SF.  He said that was set in 1971 and would be difficult to change.  He 

said bids (1) were received for alum treatment of Cochnewagan Lake and that the $251,555 bid would allow for more alum 

to be added.  He said the CWD was planning to update the 2009 Wilson Pond Plan, with more phosphorus monitoring.
4.          Conservation Commission – Vault Toilet.  Jim Conners – Conservation Commission Chair, said the 
commission would like to apply for a Grant from the Maine Boating Facility Fund for a vault toilet at the Cobbossee Boat 
Launch.  He estimated the total cost at $15,000 and the local to be $7,500.  He said they need help from an engineer, like 
Wright-Pierce to apply and requested permission to use woodlot funds.  He said there was increasing and year round usage 

and that the current porta-potty for six (6) months was not working.  The following motion was made.

Jim Conners invited the public to use the trails.  He said the Conservation Commission was fighting invasive plants, like
Japanese Bayberry.

5.          Department Head Reports.  Dan Roy – Fire Chief said they had a house fire at Carver Road.  It was a total 

loss, with high winds a factor, which even spurred grass fires.  He said eight (8) firemen went to the National Academy in 

Maryland.  He said there is hose testing on Saturday and Extrication and Grass Fire Training upcoming.  HE said LED 

lighting and a washer extractor were installed at the station and that the town report was being dedicated to Bill Pollard.

               Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief said there were four (4) slide-offs and a reportable accident during the storm.  He 

said April 27, 2019, is “Drug Take Back” day from 10:00 am to 2:00 pm at the Transfer Station.  He said he is still looking

for an officer with one (1) hopeful.

               Curtis Lunt – Town Manager reported on a meeting with the Superintendent of Schools, Bill Zima, in which Bill 

Zima provided a preliminary handout showing an assessment increase for Monmouth of $68,000, a 1.39 percent increase. 
He said five (5) bids for 2019/2020 were received and Fabian was the low bidder for No. 2 fuel at $2.435 and $1.190 for
propane.  D.K. Burke was low bidder for diesel at $2.375, a slight increase from this year.

Public Comments.  Tim McDonald said the County Budget Assessment for Monmouth would be up $22,000.

Warrant for the June 11, 2019, Town Meeting.  Curtis Lunt reviewed the 30 articles in the Warrant.  Curtis Lunt said it looked like the Town, County, and School increases would add $0.50 per thousand to the tax bill.  The following motion was made.

Tax Abatement Applications.  The Assessor’s Agent, Donna Hays, recommended a $366.80 abatement to Robin Tozier (Map 1, Lot 26), 74 Warren Road for a garage that is unfinished, but was to be finished.  An abatement of $1,309.23 to Kelly Webb and Thomas Quin II was recommended for unfinished and unused areas at (Map 51, Lot 63), 829 Main Street.  The following motion was made.
