Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the September 28 meeting, Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he is busy finishing up inspections from summer permits. The RSU will meet with the Planning Board to begin the process of applying for permits for the new school. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the new transfer station trailer has a hinge problem and will be repaired by the company. 164 road signs that meet new State standards are coming this month. Their cost was $4,697 with the Town paying 10%. Paving Bog Road has been delayed. Mike Cyr will be doing the work to enlarge that paved area at Cumston Hall with Public Works providing trucking and gravel. It will be paved next spring after settling for the winter. The old pressure washer has died and a new one will be purchased for up to $5,000. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that 31 Cub Scouts visited the Station recently. Firefighters trained at Whittier Woods for search and rescue and for propane fires at the station. On October 9, a truck will be sent to Augusta for the activities that begin Fire Prevention Week. On October 11, firefighters will be at the Cottrell School for Fire Prevention Week. The smoke trailer used in this program has been refurbished by Doug West. On October 15, an Open House and Breakfast with Sparky will be held at the Center Fire Station from 7-10 am.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that Time Warner will extend cable to the Anderson Road by the end of this month. Time Warner’s contract with Monmouth ends this year and a committee is needed to work on a new franchise agreement. Next spring, landscaping will begin at the Center Beach and Boat Launch continuing this past summer’s work. There will be an addition to the present lifeguard building that will have a bathroom and changing room. A 24’X36’ platform, with a roof, will be constructed for the beach area. New picnic tables and trash cans will be purchased. A grant will be applied for to replace the cement planks at the boat launch with bigger ones, like those at Cobbossee Boat Launch.
Recreation Director Scott Wing reported that a total of 478 children (many were in more than one program) participated in the many summer beach programs. Auburn Rec was at the beach 11 times and $1,422 was collected for this. There was a life guard at the North Monmouth beach for about 6 weeks with an average of about 6 people attending each day. A total of 314 children participated in the summer basketball, baseball, and soccer camps. From November through February there will be basketball for PreK to 6, travel basketball for 3-6, cheering for K-5, and Ski Club at Lost Valley on Friday nights.
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
