Frequently Asked Questions

How do I register to vote?

You must provide proof of identity and Monmouth residency to the Registrar of Voters, either at the town office, through the mail or on Election Day in the polling place. A current driver’s license with your Monmouth street address will meet both requirements.  Otherwise, a piece of personal mail with your street address on it will work for proof of residency.  There is a cutoff date before every election which requires a voter to register in person. Due to COVID-19, that cutoff has been changed. Call the town office if you have questions.

How do I enroll in a party?

You can choose a party when you register to vote or, if you don’t choose at the time you register, you may enroll in your party of choice at any time, including on Election Day.

How do I change my party?  

You can apply to change your political party by filling out a card with the Registrar of Voters. Once you do that, there is a 15-day waiting period before it becomes effective. During those 15 days, you cannot participate in your previous party’s or your new party’s caucuses or primary.

I am Seventeen, can I vote?

If you are seventeen but will be eighteen prior to the November General election, you may register and vote in the June Primary.  You must be enrolled in a party to receive a Primary Ballot. You are not entitled to receive any other ballots that may be part of the June election, unless you are eighteen.

Where is my polling place?

Traditionally, the polling place has been in the lower level of Cumston Hall on Main Street. Due to the need to physically distance voters, we are currently using the Monmouth Academy gymnasium on Academy Street.  

What do I do when I get to my polling place?

If you are registered to vote, get in the line for your last name. When you get to the election worker at the table, State law requires you to state your name and street address to the clerk.

What if my name is not on the list or the information is incorrect?

Not a problem. You will be directed to the Registrar of Voters who will have you complete a registration form adding you to the list of changing your voter information. You’ll be given a slip of paper to give to the election clerk back at the check-in table.

Can someone help me vote?

If an aide helps you with your absentee ballot at home, the aide must sign the envelope, and two witnesses must be present. At the polling place, you can either use the accessible voting equipment or take someone into the booth with you.  You must tell the election clerk checking you in that you want the person to help you vote.

I can’t go to the polling place; how do I get an absentee ballot?

You do not need to have a reason to vote by absentee ballot. This link is to the section in state law that explains all the different ways to obtain an absentee ballot.

You can request an absentee ballot 90 days before an election, and we will mail your ballot to you when they arrive, generally 30 days before the election.

Are their restrictions regarding absentee ballots?

Candidates and their immediate family members, which is an extensive list in Maine law, cannot handle any absentee ballot but their own.

Unless something unforeseen occurs, you must normally request your absentee ballot no later than close of business on the Thursday before the election. There is a form you can complete if something unexpected happens between then and the election, and you are unable to vote in person. Examples are sickness, being called out of town for your job, a family emergency, etc.  In other words, something unplanned.

All absentee ballots must be received in the town office by 8:00 P.M. on Election Night.

Does my absentee ballot count?

All ballots count. We process, but do not tally, the absentee ballots either prior to or on Election Day or both. After the last voter as voted, the tabulation machines are totaled, and absentee tallies are added to those for in person voters.

Does Monmouth use a tabulator or count the ballots by hand?

Monmouth, like most municipalities in the State of Maine, uses a DS200 Vote Tabulator to tally the results at the end of the night.

What does my ballot look like?

All ballots used in Monmouth will have ovals next to your choices. Completely fill in the oval with the pen provided to have your vote count.

Do I have to vote for all races or questions?

You can skip any race or question on the ballot, and it will not affect the rest of the ballot.

What if I make a mistake on my ballot?

Tell an election official that you made a mistake. You will be given a replacement ballot, and the ballot with the mistake on it will be spoiled and filed in a secure container.

Do I have to take all ballots offered?

All voters must take all ballots they are entitled to vote. You can put a blank ballot in the tabulator if you do not want to mark any questions or races.


When will the results be available?

Tentative results are available at the polling place on Election Night. Final results from the town are issued the next day, after the results have been certified to be accurate by the Town Clerk.

How do I stay up to date on voting information?
