1.           Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 

Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing – Main Street TIF District Budget.  Curtis Lunt read the budget items in the $120,000 proposed Main Street TIF District Budget.  Copies of the budget were distributed.  There were no comments.  The Public Hearing was then closed and the following motion was made.

Department Head Reports.  Kevin Mulherin – Police Chief said “National Night Out” was a big success with over 120 hot dogs eaten.  He said they had put out the new speed sign and the average speed was 23.7 MPH in the 25 MPH zone.  He reported that Sanborn Road was closed and detoured for the box culvert construction for three (3) weeks.


David Shaw – CEO reported that the new school was being sealed up and brick work was underway.  The bus garage was framed and doors were being installed.  He distributed photographs of the work underway.  


Curtis Lunt – Town Manager said AFSCME has asked that the six (6) positions be added to the bargaining unit, as follows:  Police Secretary, Building Maintenance, Dept. Clerk/Tax Collector, Library Children’s Program Director, Dept. Treasurer, and Code Enforcement.  Curtis Lunt said that he did not object to the positions, but wanted the employees to have a vote.  Harold Jones said he agreed and the following motion was made.

7.           Appointment:  Parks & Recreation Commission.  Two (2) applicants were present for the opening.  John 

Lipovsky, who resides on Beach Road.  He said he was happy to serve.  He said the improvements to the beach has given
him a lot of pride.  Dan Macomber was also present.  He said he was a new resident and wants to serve, but would defer to
John Lipovsky.  The following motion was made.

5.          Public Comments.  Sandra Schiller asked Selectperson Darlene Sanborn about her moving and when she was 

going to resign.  Darlene Sanborn responded that she has no date in mind and she has to sell her home first.


Allison Michaud said she is a medical marijuana caregiver and is interested in a grow license.  Timothy McDonald said state law requires an “opt in” by a Town meeting and considering the voters in the Town of Monmouth had voted against it, he does not see any reason to put it on the ballot.  Allison Michaud said since it had passed statewide, local voters may have a changed view.  David Shaw – CEO said she would need an Ordinance, as well as a petition with 209 signatures.

Street Paving Bids.  Curtis Lunt said the Town had received three (3) bids with the low bidder being All State’s Asphalt at $76.72 per ton.  He said this is paving for Blue Road, Blue Rock Road, Macomber Road and Old Lewiston Road.  The following motion was made.

Bangor Savings Bank.  Timothy McDonald said that Bangor Savings Bank had notified its customers it was closing the Monmouth branch on November 22, 2019.  He said he met with the Bangor Savings Bank President and pointed out our investments and is trying to get them to stay open.  Bangor Savings Bank said they have less and less walk-in traffic and they will get the Town a good tenant for the building.  Darlene Sanborn said the decision is a result of a change in banking (on-line) by customers.

Maine PERS Delay.  Maine PERS suggested delaying the enrollment of additional employees, due to a conflict with a Simple IRA until January 1, 2020.  The following motion was made.
