Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the June 8 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin thanked CERT members Bill Mann, Bruce McDonald, and Chad Wright for their assistance during the Memorial Day parade and ceremonies. Forty-three students graduated from the DARE program at Monmouth Middle School. Officer Rick Grant resigned from his position as reserve officer.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he is busy inspecting 5 new houses. The company holding the mortgage on the Rt. 202 illegal junkyard property has paid all taxes and fines. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the department has responded to 58 calls this year. Memorial Day was exceptionally busy with a rollover on Gilman Road at midnight, a structure fire on Tillson Road at 4 am, serving breakfast to 190 people at 7am, and the parades in North Monmouth and Monmouth Center. During Class Day ceremonies at Monmouth Academy, scholarships were presented to Heather Cyr and Cheyenne Gray and certificates of achievement to other graduating members of the Junior Fire Department. On June 19 members of the department will be flying to Louisiana to check out the new trucks which will be delivered to Northeast Equipment Company in late June for finishing work. $4,000 in donations has been raised for the July 2 Monmouth Beach Party. Activities are being coordinated with Winthrop’s celebrations by the Lakes Region Chamber of Commerce. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the new transfer station trailer has been delivered but needs to be wired for Monmouth’s Transfer Station. 450 cubic yards of gravel were brought in while working on the beach launch site. All work on the boat launch and beach parking area is expected to be complete by July 1. 
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
