Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the August 31 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that during July officers responded to 225 calls for service and conducted 109 motor vehicle stops with 9 summonses or arrests (4 operating after suspension, 4 OUI’s, 1 operating without a license). Included in the calls were: 5 accidents (1 summons for leaving the scene), 20 animal complaints, 5 domestics (1 arrest), 15 noise disturbances (6 for fireworks), 49 times assisted other departments, and 37 times assisted citizens and motorists.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that so far this year firefighters have responded to 76 calls (5 less than last year at this time). In general, this area of Maine has been relatively quiet. The Push-In Ceremony received national news attention. This ceremony was the first in Monmouth Fire Department history. All radios have been reprogrammed. The fire prevention trailer used during Fire Prevention Week is being refurbished. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that Bog Road will be repaved next week. The crew has been busy ditching and replacing driveway culverts. An excavator has been rented to help with this. The floors of the town garage have had the tiles removed and are being covered with epoxy. They have begun servicing and inspecting trucks. Eric Gagne has been hired as a crew member. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that the Town received a dividend check for $3,054 from our property and casualty insurance. We pay about $50,000 a year for this coverage. He said that when the books closed on June 30, revenues exceeded expenditures by about $245,000. 
Winthrop Ambulance Director John Dovinsky reported that rates for all towns will increase by 9% to $9 per resident or $37,000 for Monmouth. Call volume is up slightly to about 2,100 per year; about 400 in Monmouth. The service provides crews for 3 ambulances 24 hours a day. The area continues to experience many overdoes of opiates. Because of the nature of some calls, crew members
are being provided protective vests. New ambulances will have self-loading stretchers to reduce back injuries for crew members. The rumble strips on Rt. 202 have greatly reduced the number of left of center vehicle accidents.
