ALSO PRESENT:  Curtis Lunt - Town Manager, Bruce Balfour – PW Director, David Shaw – CEO, Kent Ackley – State Representative, and approximately 22 citizens.      
1.           Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance.  This meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Doug Ludewig – 

Chair, along with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Harold Jones asked for a “Moment of Silence” to commemorate the anniversary of September 11, 2001.

Douglas Ludewig – Chair read the proposed rules (attached to this set of meeting minutes) about public comment at the Board of Selectmen meetings.  The following motion was made.

5.          Warrant for November 5th Election.  Douglas Ludewig – Chair asked to take this item out of order, due to the 
large number of people present for it.  Curtis Lunt – Town Manager said the Town had received a letter from an abutter to 

the Kippewa project, objecting to the proposed zone change.  The Town’s Attorney advised that the Board of Selectmen 

delete the proposed rezoning article from the Warrant.  Pat Lyons, Attorney representing Campgroup Cranwell, LLC, said 

that the Owners withdrew their rezoning request.  He said they are meeting with the neighbors tomorrow and hoped to be 
good neighbors.  The following motion was made.

Curtis Lunt suggested a Public Hearing for the October 9, 2019 Board of Selectmen meeting.

3.
Department Head Reports.  David Shaw – CEO said the new school construction was going well with seeding of the grounds.  He said he has six (6) houses under various stages of construction.


Bruce Balfour – PW Director said that the Academy Road sidewalk was starting and the Sanborn Road culvert was completed, except for guardrails.  He said the Town Office would be crack sealed.  He said the new transfer station trailer was out to bid.  He said he was working with the Cobbossee Watershed District (CWD) on shoreline stabilization at the beach.

Curtis Lunt – Town Manager asked for voting rights at the MMA Convention.  The following motion was made.

Public Comment.  Donna Seppy questioned the source and timing of the new public comment rules.  Harold Jones said they are pretty much standard rules of conduct, based largely on “Roberts Rules”.  Harold Jones said he wrote the draft, based on other Towns.  Donna Seppy said there was no notice or discussion.  She also complained the minutes on the Website were not up-to-date.


Kent Ackley – State Representative gave an update on legislative activity.  He said one (1) bond of five (5) prepared was approved.  He said some broadband grants would be available, helping rural areas.  Harold Jones said the application process could be made simpler for small towns.  Kent Ackley said there were multiple bills about CMP and the corridor or billing practices and meters.


Timothy McDonald prepared an advertisement in “The Advertiser” to solicit proposals for reuse of the Middle School, which was agreed to.  He proposed a survey question about using the Middle School as a Community Center, supported in large part by taxes or sold to a developer.  Donna Seppy said there was bias in that question about tax support.  Harold Jones said the committee should decide what the question or questions were.

Application for Apple Fest Funding.  The Monmouth Museum has requested $2,840 for 2019 funding for the Apple Fest.  The following motion was made.
