Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the March 15 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that officers attended a conference on the Special Olympics and, at a department meeting, decided that they would share taking nighttime after-hours calls (calls when there is no officer on duty), so that the chief won’t be required to do it every night as he has been doing for many years. On April 8 between 8 and 9:30 am the department will host “Coffee with a Cop” at the Apple Valley Bakery. This is held as an opportunity to meet officers, voice concerns, and ask questions.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he has received a request for another new house permit. During February 2 permits were issued with a value of $175,000 and fees of $925 collected. During February, last year, permits valued at $6,500 were issued with $60 in fees collected. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the structure fire in East Monmouth required 5 hours to extinguish because of many home renovations made over the years. These renovations created cavities where the fire could hide and firefighters needed to take walls and ceilings down to get at it. Forty-five firefighters from Monmouth and mutual aid towns fought the fire during the worst of Tuesday’s blizzard. The Chief praised Monmouth Public Works crews for their help keeping roads cleared. Training this month will focus on initial fire scene response because the first 10 to 15 minutes at a fire scene are critical for a satisfactory outcome. Another training session will focus on traffic control. A larger hot water heater, donated by Dan Roy, was installed at the Center Station by Dan Niles. Dan also installed a gas line for a gas stove that is needed to replace the 30-year-old electric stove that’s used for fund raising breakfasts.
Sue Neal of Annabessacook Lake Improvement Association reported that, last summer, 796 boat inspections were conducted at the boat launch on Waugan Road. 730 gallons of invasive milfoil was removed from the area near the boat launch. Every effort is being made to prevent the spread of the invasive milfoil to other lakes as well as to remove it from Lake Annabessacook.
