Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the April 26 meeting, Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that another new house is going up on Anderson Road. Four new-house inspections are underway and he is working on 4 violations of codes.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that there were 5 calls over the past 2 weeks with 41 calls to date this year. Three were grass fires (It’s that time of year.), 1 chimney fire, and 1 house fire in Litchfield. The junior firefighters trained on forcible entry. Ladders were inspected and tested and pump operation was reviewed. Chief Roy said that grass and woods fire danger is high.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that spring street cleaning continues, even though the Winthrop sweeper Monmouth uses is in the shop for repairs. Road posting signs are down, winter equipment has been cleaned up and put away. At the Transfer Station, the brush pile is being cleaned up. Dirty wood is next, but it must be hauled away before it gets chipped up. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Keith Frost has been hired to fill Rod Bubier’s position as assistant foreman. Keith has worked 14 years for Winthrop Public Works. 
Selectmen signed a contract extension, for another year, with Curt Lunt, the town manager; signed a letter to Maine DOT requesting a reduction in the speed limit from 55 mph to 45mph on Rt. 202 in the area where it meets Rt. 132; signed a contract for improvements to the Center Beach building and the construction of a covered pavilion for the Beach area; and signed an engineering contract with Wright-Pierce to improve the boat launch area with a 16’ wide ramp and improved ADA compliance. 
Selectmen also learned that the East Monmouth Whittier Woods walking trails will be expanded with another loop planned for the other side of Launch Drive. The Maine Conservation Corps will be planning and doing the trail work next fall over a 2-week period. The cost of $8,500 comes from money earned from the sale of wood on the site. 
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
