Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the May 10 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that 48 lbs. of unwanted drugs (2 boxes) were collected on Drug Take Back Day. 27,140 lbs. were collected in Maine. In March, officers responded to 170 calls for service and conducted 95 motor vehicle stops resulting in 7 criminal summonses or arrests. These were for operating after suspension, eluding a police officer, driving to endanger, operating without a license, and criminal speed (89 in a 55, 86 in a 55, and 76 in a 45). In April, officers responded to 187 calls for service and conducted 100 motor vehicle stops resulting in 6 criminal summonses or arrests. These were 2 operating after suspension, 2 violation of bail, one criminal speed, and one operating without a license. The department is considering creating a sergeant’s position for a person to be in charge when the chief is not around. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that another new house will be built in South Monmouth. A small brewery will move into the building next to South Monmouth Market. The fire marshal has approved Curly’s and it meets ADA compliance. It has areas for 3 businesses. Thirteen permits were issued during March and April with a total value of $925,000 and $4,900 in fees collected. Last year 17 permits were issued with a value of $721,000 and $4,000 in fees collected. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that spring cleanup continues. The Winthrop sweeper that Monmouth uses is broken down again. The crew has dug a foundation for the pavilion at the Center Beach. Paving bid packages will be sent out. This year 1.33 miles of Back Street, .3 to.4 miles of either Blue Rock Road or Warren Road, Fish Hatchery from Cobbossee Road to Cemetery Road, and Norris Hill Road from Rt. 202 to Blue Road will be paved. A triangular area at Cumston Hall will also be paved and striped for an enlarged parking area. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that the Fire Department will purchase a used 16’ boat with a Honda engine for $2,000 to use for water rescue. The Town has received a $90,000 grant to be used to replace an old very large culvert on the Sanborn Road. The total cost will be $180,000 with $90,000 to be raised from taxation in 2018. The consortium of towns that applies as a group for bids on fuel for the coming year was received, with prices, in general increasing, for gasoline, diesel, heating oil, and propane.
