Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the May 24 meeting, the Spirit of America Award for 2017 was presented to the Cloutier Family who lead Maine Heritage Weavers at the Bates Manufacturing Company on Main Street. Their continued support to many various organizations in Monmouth is greatly appreciated. 
A public hearing on the municipal warrant was held, so that attending voters could ask questions about the articles they will be voting on during the elections on June 13. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew has been working on the Monmouth Center Beach Project, preparing a place for foundation work for the addition to the present beach house and for the new pavilion. Completion date is scheduled for June 15. Eleven people from Monmouth participated in Hazardous Waste Disposal Day. The Transfer Station brush pile was removed. The dirty wood pile is next. New banners will be put up on Main Street for the 225th Town Anniversary.
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that the seat belt grant program is underway for 2 weeks. There will be extra patrol with seatbelt use as a focus. Firearms training was held with Winthrop PD. Officer Wessling attended a 2-day training on identifying alcohol and drug use in impaired motorists.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he and Plumbing Inspector Ernie Sylvester attended a Maine Forestry Service program on ways to maintain a safe fire space around your home. A new house was delivered to Rocky Point Drive. Two properties that did not comply with local codes have been cleaned up. 
Cumston Library Director Julie Sawtelle reported that summer reading programs are being planned in collaboration with the schools. Summer residents have begun returning. She thanked all those involved in the May Faire library fund raiser which this year raised over $1,400 after expenses.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported the purchase of 4 picnic tables and one handicapped table for the new pavilion, as well as 36-gallon trash cans for the beach area. A small dumpster will be placed in the area. The Kennebec County assessment for Monmouth will increase $7,000 for the next year (1.9%) to $384,667. 
Selectmen engaged Runyon Kersteen Ouellette as town auditors for the coming year at a cost of $13,868 (the same as this year).
Harry Childs has been hired to fill Mary Mead’s place as deputy treasurer.
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
