Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the June 7 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that he took part in the Donut Eating Contest to raise money for the Special Olympics and will participate in the Special Olympics Torch Run with other Monmouth Officers on June 8. They will pass the torch to Winthrop PD on Rt. 202. Officer Paradis’s LEAD class of 5th and 6th graders will graduate on June 15, with a special ceremony at MMS. The Chief thanked the CERT group for their help during the Memorial Day Parade and events. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he continues with inspections of new homes. $5,000 damage was done to the town vehicle he uses for inspections when a cement truck backed into it. It was considered a property damage accident and the cement company’s insurance will pay for repairs.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the department has responded to 56 calls, so far, this year, 2 less than last year at this time. The Memorial Day breakfast was attended by 150 people. The used 16’ rescue boat has been registered and insured and will be equipped with needed gear. SOG’s are being written for its use. July training will involve use of the boat as well as search and rescue techniques, gear checks, and FIT tests. Christof Fox received a certificate on Monmouth Academy’s Class Day for his 4 years of participation as a Junior Firefighter. The chief reported on the work done to Engine 86 (the North Monmouth Station’s truck) to update its operation and capabilities.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that 225th Anniversary banners are up on Main Street. Trees were planted and rocks moved as part of the Center Beach project. An underground power line was run to the new pavilion. A small dumpster will be rented for 3 months. State Paving was hired as the low bidder of 7 companies for this year’s road repaving. 
An agreement with the Maine Department of Environmental Protection for $90,000 was approved. This is half of the $180,000 needed to replace a large deteriorating culvert on the north end of the Sanborn Road. The extra money for the project will be raised at next year’s Town Meeting. 
Amendments were made to the Downtown Façade Improvement Grant Program, funded by the TIF, so that distressed building owners can receive assistance repairing them.
Paul Peters was appointed to the Economic Development Committee.
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
