Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the June 21 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that Monmouth officers carried the torch for the Special Olympics 3.5 miles. An old computer and printer were replaced. Bid for the new cruiser must be in by July 5. Officers will receive training for some up-coming summer events. During May officers responded to 232 calls for service and conducted 198 motor vehicle stops with 11 criminal summonses or arrests: 4 operating after suspension, one OUI, one operating without a license, one leaving the scene of an accident, one violation of bail, and 2 criminal speed.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he has 110 active permits out. He praised Mark Burgess for his work on the Town Beach Project. Mark thanked Public Works for all their help during the construction.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the crew has been using an excavator for ditching to get ready for paving. Simard and Son will be putting a new diesel fuel tank in at the Town Garage as required by DEP regulations. The cost of $87,515 was as budgeted. The old tank was required to be out of service by July 1 but the town has been given time to put the new one in. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that 410 voters took part in the June 13 voting. Results are on the Town’s web site. The only article that failed to pass was for a $14,000 electronic sign at the Town Office to replace the old sign board now in use. Curt reported that he sent Fire Chief Dan Roy’s letter regarding the old railroad ties along the tracks in Monmouth Center, to PanAm, the railroad company. These ties are old, dry, and covered with creosote, a hazardous material which would create a hot, smoky, difficult to put out, fire.
