Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the July 5 meeting, Paul Ruopp reported on Sanitary District concerns. They have received a violation notice from the DEP because of two leaks that occurred in their high-pressure lines. The pipes involved are 40 years old. The entire system will receive a full evaluation involving CCTV cameras. It is scheduled for August and September of this year and will cost $100,000. Hot-top covered manholes will be uncovered during the inspection. There are 15 miles of pipe, 200 manholes, and 600 units on the lines. Paul anticipates that rates will rise to $200 a quarter in one or two years.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Conservation Commission President Herb Whittier reported that this fall a crew of 6 workers, including one supervisor, and one assistant will create a new trail in Whittier Woods. The work will cost $7,900 from a fund set up for this purpose. Materials such as stone and loam will be extra. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that workers have been preparing Back Street for paving. Some of the new picnic tables for the Beach Pavilion were damaged in shipment but are usable. One was destroyed and will be replaced by the company. One new tree died and will be replaced. At the Transfer Station, the dirty wood pile is being chipped and removed. A new diesel fuel tank is being installed at the Town Garage. Diesel fuel is used by public works equipment and school buses.
Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that Dana Wessling has been promoted to Sergeant. Officer Rich Alexander is leaving to take a position with Westbrook PD. Officers Paradis and Morin assisted Winthrop PD during the fireworks on the Fourth. Five bids were sent out for a 2018 Dodge Charger all-wheel drive. Two bids were received with the low bid from Darlings in Augusta at $22,404. It will take 10-12 weeks to build the vehicle. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that the tree house to be built off Colony Drive has received approval from DEP. The company that will construct it builds tree houses all over the US. There are currently 86 active permits that the CEO is working on. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that there were 9 calls over the past 2 weeks. Firefighters will be conducting fire safety training for local day care children. The rescue boat (Marine 84) is registered and insured. Weekly training will involve water rescue and ladder evolutions.
Assessors from Vision Appraisal have begun work. They will be sending out letters to all property owners and plan to conduct visual inspections of all property.
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
