Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the August 2 meeting, Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported he was working on inspections for 8 new houses. 16 permits were issued in July which is average for this time of year. The total value of permits was $598,000 with $2,900 in fees collected. Last year’s values were $517,000 with $2,900 in fees collected. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that $208,000 has been paid for road paving. Paving around the new diesel fuel tank at the Town Garage is completed. The crew is working on cutting brush on Fish Hatchery Road. The East Monmouth dam has been repaired. It had many leaks which were repaired with a waterproof fabric and sand bags to hold it in place. Two hundred sand bags will eventually be put in place. Some of the boards that control water flow need replacement. Cost of the work is $4,000.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that there are 135 tax liens this year, down from 150 last year. He said that according to the town’s TIF attorney, TIF money cannot be used for maintenance or repairs. Selectmen were wondering if TIF money could be used by the Sanitary District to reduce the cost of repairs to the sewer lines. TIF money could be used toward a new sidewalk. This year’s monthly RSU 2 bill is $402,000, up from $383,000 last year.
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
