Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the August 30 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that officers received their 3-year certification for taser training. Auburn police officer Devon Bohacik has been hired as a Monmouth reserve officer. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that another new house permit was requested for a home being built on Ridge Road. Twelve new houses are currently under construction in Monmouth. Three homes that were damaged or destroyed by house fires are being rebuilt. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that road striping and painting is complete. Beach floats have been removed and prepared for next year. Replacement picnic tables for those damaged in shipment have been received. The crew is cutting brush on Macomber and Fish Hatchery Roads as well as on the town office grounds. The town office parking lot and Cumston Hall parking areas will be paved. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that $600 from the fire department’s carry forward account will be used to purchase a thermal imaging camera for the fire department. 
Selectmen appointed Winona Prince to the Conservation Commission. They approved a tax anticipation note for $500,000 in case tax payments don’t cover anticipated expenses. These notes are not usually used but are a kind of insurance to make sure the town can pay its bills.
