Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the January 4 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that there were about 6 slide-offs with no injuries during the big storm and the small one with freezing rain that followed it. This month, Officer Aaron Paradis will be training to teach students using a new program called LEAD (Law Enforcement Against Drugs). The emphasis is on drugs and bullying. He will be working with 5/6 graders at MMS. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he issued 9 permits during November and December (6 less than last year but 3 times the value). This year the value of permits was $656,000 with fees of $3,500 and last year the value was $198,000 with fees of $1,300.
Fire Chief Dan Roy was traveling out of state and Public Works Director Bruce Balfour was resting after several long days and nights dealing with bad weather.
Selectmen received a letter stating that the Maine Historic Preservation Commission is considering the North Monmouth Library for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places. The library was designed by Harry Cochrane and is one of the buildings in town that is cared for by Monmouth Museum. 
Review of the budget for 2017-2018 begins at the January 18 meeting.
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
