Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the September 14 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that “Drug Take-Back Day” will be October 22 at the Transfer Station from 10 am -2 pm.
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that the owner of the Illegal junkyard on Wilson Pond Road was a “no show” at court. The judge gave him 2 weeks to clean it up. If he doesn’t he will be held in contempt of court and a lien will be placed on his property for fines and court costs.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that several firefighters attended the Greene Days Parade and participated in the Fireman’s Muster. The Fire Department will be hosting the Cub Scouts this Monday. On September 24, the Fire Department will be helping the Monmouth Museum set up for AppleFest and Engine 81 will be at Cumston Hall for the 5K Race. Training for the month will include: all hands drills at Highmoor Farm, search and rescue of a missing/injured person, and propane fires. The department received $3,000 in restitution checks which will be used to purchase and install a video camera in Engine 86. On October 8, the department will have its annual Fall Harvest Sale at Cumston Hall to raise money for scholarships. At noon the fire trucks will be dedicated: Engine 86 to Dan Niles, Engine 85 to Paul Fox, Engine 81 to Everett Palleschi, and Engine 83 to Laurie Folsom. Firefighters will be at the Cottrell School for Fire Prevention Week on October 11. 
RSU 2 board member Jim Grandahl reported that the State Department of Education has approved the concept of a PreK to 8 school for Monmouth. The DOE requires that the school have at least 25 acres of land. There will be a public hearing at Monmouth Middle School on September 27 at 6pm to discuss this and where the new school will be located.
