Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the October 12 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that officers will be at Cumston Hall for Halloween evening. Officer Aaron Paradis has completed his 9th week of training at the Maine Criminal Justice Academy. During September, officers responded to 168 calls for service, and conducted 79 motor vehicle stops resulting in 10 criminal summonses or arrests: 2 for operating after suspension, 4 OUI’s, one operating without a license, and 3 criminal speed (92,98, 108). They responded to 21 animal complaints, assisted motorists and citizens 31 times, and assisted other departments 28 times. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that during August and September he issued permits for building projects totaling $907,000 with fees of $5,500 collected. During the same time last year, permits were valued at $317,000 with $2,200 in fees collected. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that firefighters have responded to 83 calls for service this year. The most recent was for mutual aid to Winthrop for a structure fire that was quickly extinguished. Last Sunday, Engine 81 participated in Augusta’s Fire Prevention Week event with several other towns and State agencies. On October 11 at the Cottrell School 120 students in grades PreK, K, and 1st grade took part in Fire Prevention Week activities. Student winners in the coloring contest, who turned in their work at the Open House and Breakfast with Sparky on October 15, will get rides to school in a firetruck. On Halloween from 4-8 pm the Fire Station will be open for candy, hot dogs, and other refreshments. Upcoming training will involve ladder evolutions, auto extrication, and continued driver/pumping training on the new trucks. Chief Roy will be interviewed by a reporter from Channel 13 on MFD’s success in maintaining a full roster of firefighters. MFD cannot fill wells, but water is available at the outside faucet at the Station.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that the new Transfer Station trailer has been repaired with a number of new parts at no cost. The pressure washer will be repaired and not replaced. Road striping will be done. Bog Road is still waiting for paving. Transfer Station hours change November 2 to Wednesday, Saturday, Sunday (8-4). Pan-Am railroad is preparing to repair the Berry Road crossing. 
Herb Whittier reported that this year’s Fuel Assistance Golf Tournament raised $3,554 for Monmouth residents who need help with heating fuels. He thanked Bill Sylvester of Cobbossee Colony Golf Course for donating use of the course for this Litchfield-Monmouth fund raiser. Herb, who now goes to Florida for the winter, predicts 10’ of snow for Monmouth.
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
