Monmouth Selectman’s Notes

At the October 26 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that Monmouth officers collected a little less than a full box (30 lbs.) of unwanted drugs on Drug Takeback Day. The total collected for the State of Maine was 24,960 lbs., which is less than was collected last spring. A member of Maine Drug Enforcement Agency provided training for officers. 
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the department responded to 2 calls over the last two weeks: a fire at a Winthrop trailer and an accident involving a car backing through a garage on Berry Road. Over 150 people attended the Open House and Breakfast with Sparky. 12 Cottrell School students received rides to school on fire trucks as winners of a coloring contest. On November 10, Channel 13 will show the story about MFD’s success in recruiting and maintaining an active crew of firefighters, something many fire departments are having difficulty doing. The International Organization for Standardization (ISO) recently conducted a Public Protection Classification Study for Monmouth and as a result changed Monmouth’s Public Protection Classification to 05/5X which should reduce fire insurance rates for homeowners. Check with your insurance company to see if this will reduce your insurance rate. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that he is finishing up inspections of 9 new homes and about 30 on-going projects in town. The Wilson Pond Road illegal junkyard has been brought into compliance by the owner, but he still needs to pay court costs and attorney’s fees. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that Bog Road has been paved and the Berry Road railroad crossing has been repaired. The Town Office will be closed on Thursday, November 10 because of Veteran’s Day. Main Street manhole covers have been filled in. MMWAC, the company that receives our trash, returned $8,335 surplus to the Town as Monmouth’s and Wales’s share. The proposed State valuation for Monmouth has increased slightly to $385 million. This affects several taxes and assessments that the Town must pay. 
Benjamin Dyer, an attorney for the State Ethics Commission, was appointed as an alternate to the Board of Appeals and David Mills, a retiree who was a member of a Planning Board in Rhode Island, was appointed as an alternate to the Planning Board. 
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
