Monmouth Selectman’s Notes 
At the November 23 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that Officer Aaron Paradis will graduate from the Maine Criminal Justice Academy in 3 weeks. The recent fatal accident on Rt. 132 was caused by a medical problem the driver had. He died at the hospital. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that 14 building permits were issued in October with a value of $540,000 and fees of $3,000 collected. During October 2015, 16 permits were issued with a value of $296,000 with fees of $1,300 collected. Another 2 new houses are in the works.
Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that the fatal accident was the only call during the past 2 weeks. Five new members have joined the department for a total of 58, with 11 junior members. Firefighters will be training for chimney fires and cold weather operations. The department averages 5 chimney fires a year. A FEMA grant for $220,000 will be applied for to replace aging SCBA equipment and an imaging camera. 
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that Ben Smith will be retiring and that Scott LaLiberte was hired. The crew is storing 150 banana boxes at the Town garage for the Cottrell Taylor Christmas Baskets Program. 700’ of snow fences has been put up (mostly on South Monmouth Road) with about 200’ to go. Plows and sanders are ready for bad weather.
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that he had participated in the Maine Municipal Association’s legislative policy committee. As a result of this meeting, the committee will support State revenue sharing, maintaining the homestead exemption, and State funding for county jails; all of which could help with local property taxes. A $10 million bond will be requested to fund expansion of broadband for those needing the internet.
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
