Monmouth Selectman’s Notes
At the December 7 meeting, Police Chief Kevin Mulherin reported that Officer Aaron Paradis will graduate from the Maine Criminal Justice Academy on December 16. Reserve Officer Rich Alexander will be taking medical leave for shoulder surgery. Officers are busy completing the 11 classes required to be done annually. Five accidents were reported during the recent light snow storms. A New York City police officer, shot at point blank range wearing a ballistic vest with Tex Tech material, reported on the experience at a ceremony at Tex Tech. During November Officers responded to 162 calls for service, conducted 89 traffic stops resulting in 8 criminal summonses or arrests for: OUI (1), Operation After Suspension (2), Possession of Illegal Drugs (2), Operation Without a License (2), and Criminal Speed (30+ over). There were 20 animal complaints, 15 citizen assists, 37 assist other department, 3 thefts (1 arrest), and 20 suspicious activity. 
Code Enforcement Officer Dave Shaw reported that one new house permit was written recently with 7 others currently under construction. He will begin classes for the updated MUBEC in January. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire Chief Dan Roy reported that firefighters have responded to 102 calls so far, this year (down 10 from last year). 190 people attended the Breakfast with Santa. This event and the Toll Road raised about $2,000 for the Auxiliary. Several members attended Matt Guilfoyle’s funeral. Matt was a former Monmouth Reserve Police Officer and dispatcher at Winthrop PD.
Public Works Director Bruce Balfour reported that there were no serious equipment glitches during the recent snows during which we had a total of about 4.5”. The storms were small but expensive because of the amount of time, sand, and salt used. 
Town Manager Curt Lunt reported that he talked to 6th grade students at MMS about how town government works. 13 people qualified for the senior citizen tax program with a total of $1,800 spent.
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
